Elementary  students  as  young  as  pre-
school  will  be  forced  to  take  eight  
standardized  tests  this  year  or  more!  This  
is  up  from  only  one  mandated  test  five  
years  ago  and  tesƟng  for  high  school  
students  conƟnues  to  pile  up  as  well. 

 

These  tests  are  not  teacher-created,  but  
required  by  CPS  officials.   

 

Excessive  tesƟng  crowds  out  real  
educaƟon.  Students  lose  Ɵme  for  
instrucƟon  and  learning.  Teachers  say,  
“Let  Us  Teach!”  and  parents  demand,  
“Stop  Over  TesƟng  our  Children!”
